WHEREAS, the mission of the Berkeley Student Food Collective is as follows:

The mission of the Berkeley Student Food Collective is to provide fresh, local, healthy,
environmentally sustainable, and ethically produced food at affordable prices to the Berkeley campus and
greater community. The Collective seeks to educate students about nutrition and food systems, empower
new leaders, and train youth to work in and manage a sustainable business. Through inclusive,
democratic decision-making, we will operate a cooperative café and market that promotes community-
building and environmental stewardship.

WHEREAS, the Berkeley Student Food Collective was born out of a grassroots student movement at UC
Berkeley in the spring of 20009.

WHEREAS, the Berkeley Student Food Collective, a recently incorporated organization under the California
nonprofit code, is pursuing nonprofit tax exempt status, in hopes of being fully recognized as a public benefit
corporation by the end of this calendar year.

WHEREAS, the Food Collective has been searching for a location since May, and has faced unique challenges
in its location search as a start-up, student-run business.

WHEREAS, student-run cooperative/collective® groceries, delicatessens and cafes have operated successfully
on college campuses for decades, and many of them have been on the cutting edge of providing their members
and customers with sustainable and healthy foods. The University of Maryland at College Park, the University of
British Columbia, Evergreen State College, Lewis and Clark College, UC Santa Cruz, UC San Diego and
Binghamton State University of New York all have student run food co-ops. The University of Massachusetts at
Ambherst has two student food co-ops and four other student-run businesses supported by a consulting program for
student-run businesses through its campus business school.

WHEREAS, a student-run food co-op on or near a university campus can be a very valuable hands-on
educational tool. In such organizations, students learn the ins and outs of managing a business, cooking, food
safety procedures, group decision-making and leadership skills. Since most student-run food co-ops currently in
existence have a sustainability, health and/or social justice focus, the food co-op is also an opportunity for
exposure to and discussion of the many social and global issues tied to food systems. Additionally, as more

! The difference between the terms ‘cooperative’ and “collective’ are often misunderstood. A cooperative is usually a
business or other organization run democratically by its members (or a board elected by the membership) for the economic
benefit of its members. ‘Collective’ is a more open-ended term. A collective is democratically run by its members, but can
also be an organization or shared space that does not necessarily benefit its members economically. Most food co-ops are in
fact cooperatives, but some similar student run organizations are legally considered collectives since they are campus-
affiliated student organizations or public benefit corporations (nonprofit, tax-exempt organizations), even though on a day-to-
day basis their members may call the organization a ‘co-op.” In many states the term cooperative has a very specific legal
meaning and there are barriers to nonprofits using the term ‘cooperative’ in their name, whereas almost any type of
organization or business could call itself a collective.

of the campus’ other eateries.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the ASUC Senate request that the Store Operations Board prioritize the
Berkley Student Food Collective in allocating space for food service operations, work to find an adequate space
for the Food Collective and acknowledges that the best way to go about this may be to bypass the Request for
Proposals (RFP) process which is called for in the Commercial Activities Agreement.

THEREFORE IT BE RESOLVED, that should the Store Operations Board bypass an RFP process in order to
set aside a space for the Food Collective, the Senate expresses its support for this decision under the following
three (3) conditions:

1) that the Store Operations Board explicitly acknowledge that the ASUC is making an exception to policy
for an exceptional organization

2) that the ASUC make a public statement about why it recognizes the creation of the Food Collective as an
exceptional circumstance and,

3) that the process be very transparent and allow for student input on the decision

WHEREAS, the Society for Hong Kong and Chinese Affairs (SHKCA) was created in commemoration of the
“6-4” event or the Tiananmen Square Incident in 1989; and,

WHEREAS, SHKCA wrote letters and raised funds as international supporters of the intellectual movement
against the “6-4” event; and,

WHEREAS, today SHKCA has shifted away from its original political roots and evolved into a neutral forum for
the discussion of cultural, economic, social and political issues of concern to Chinese communities in East Asia;

WHEREAS, The 1995 agreement established CALPIRG's pledge fee to remain at $6, and
mandated that they obtain pledges from 20% of the student body or else face a referendum deciding the
future of the CALPIRG Voluntary Pledge System; and,

WHEREAS, Since this first agreement in 1995, CALPIRG has made a good-faith effort to obey the
terms of the agreement and the pledge threshold of 20%; and,

WHEREAS, Since 1995, UC Berkeley's enrollment has grown significantly, increasing the burden
on CALPIRG to reach its 20% goal; and,

WHEREAS, Since 1995, the U.S. rate of inflation has surpassed the pledge fee's potential increase
to $10; and,

WHEREAS, Lowering the pledge threshold to 15% of the student body and raising the pledge fee
for all future pledges to $10 will significantly increase CALPIRG's revenue and enable them to devote
more volunteer time to student advocacy; and,

WHEREAS, Without the proposed changes to CALPIRG's Voluntary Pledge System, CALPIRG's
uncertain funding and disappearing grants will jeopardize the effectiveness of their campaigns with
increased time spent fundraising and a smaller number of full-time staff and lobbyists; and,

WHEREAS, approximately 65,000 undocumented children who have lived in the United States for five years or
longer graduate from high school each year?; and,

WHEREAS, the Supreme Court ruled in Plyer v. Doe (19823)that because these children are “persons” under the
Constitution are thus entitled to equal protection under the law according to the 14™ amendment and cannot be
denied access to public elementary and secondary education on the basis of their legal status; and,

WHEREAS the California Community Colleges, the California State University and the University of California
system were founded, as stated in the California Master Plan of Higher Education, to serve the public of the state;
and,

WHEREAS, undocumented students in California, and throughout the nation, have demonstrated exemplary
levels of achievement, while facing the harshest financial conditions; and,

WHEREAS, Assembly Bill 540 (AB 540)*, authored by Assemblyman Marco Firebaugh, provided the first steps
to access to higher education for undocumented students by qualifying them for in-state tuition if they attended a
high school in California for at least three years, graduated from a California High School, and file an affidavit
with the institution; and,

WHEREAS, AB 540, supported by numerous organizations, presented an opportunity for California’s high
school graduates to continue their education in the state’s public universities and placed California at the forefront
of a nationwide movement to recognize the merit of undocumented students; and,

WHEREAS, these students are indistinguishable from their peers, and contribute to the vibrant campus
community because of their perspective and diverse backgrounds; and,

WHEREAS, undocumented students frequently are lower-income, first generation college students; and,

WHEREAS, the undocumented student cause has been through especially difficult circumstances due to the
recent threat to Assembly Bill 540 in the case of Martinez vs. UC Regentand,

WHEREAS, the Development, Relief and Education for Alien Minors Act (hereon referred to as the DREAM
Act) is a bi-partisan piece of legislation that would create a path to legal status for undocumented students who

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were brought to the U.S. before the age of 16, have been continuously present in the country for five years prior to
the bill’s enactment, have obtained a high school diploma or its equivalent, and demonstrate good moral
character®; and,

WHEREAS, our immigration law currently has no mechanism to consider the circumstances of undocumented
students and the DREAM Act would begin to eliminate this flaw; and,

WHEREAS, passage of the DREAM Act would provide: an incentive for pursuit of higher education, increase
school revenues by brining in tuition from students who otherwise would not be in college, facilitate the move of
undocumented students into better paying jobs from which the state would reap more taxes benefiting the U.S.
economy®; and,

WHEREAS, the University of California Berkeley has been at the forefront of organizing and advocating for
these students through student organization such as Rising Immigrant Students through Education (RISE) and
Multicultural Immigrant Student Program (MISP); and;

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED THAT, the Associated Students of the University of California (ASUC)
supports the undocumented student movement and stands behind legislation such as Assembly Bill 540, the
Federal DREAM Act and similar legislation and programs that would increase access to higher education and
promote a pathway to status adjustment for undocumented students; and,

THEREFORE BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the ASUC endorses and supports the efforts of students on
campus to organize and advocate for the immediate passage of the DREAM Act; and,

THEREFORE BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED THAT the ASUC President Will Smelko writes letter to
Chancellor Robert J. Birgeneau strongly requesting that in an open letter to the campus he declares his support for
the DREAM Act and declares the University of California, Berkeley campus and its surrounding community, a
safe space for undocumented students, who hope to complete their educational goals, maintain their good moral
standing and contribute to this society; and,

THEREFORE BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED that the ASUC President writes a letter to Governor Arnold
Schwarzenegger stating that the Associated Students of the University of California, Berkeley support passage of
the DREAM Act and strongly request that he no longer continues to veto state versions of the DREAM Act (SB
160 in 2006, SB 1 in 2007, SB 1301 in 2008) and that he signs the California Dream Act, SB 160 2009, into
law.

WHEREAS, The decision to go straight into negotiations with Subway has breached the following:

1) The collective process of students, elected officials & SOB members to establish RFP criteria that would
reflect the values & desires of the community; and

2) Previous decision that the Board announced it would go to RFP on space #2 if it were not to renew its
lease agreement with the Taqueria

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the ASUC Senate request that the ASUC Store Operations Board issue
a new RFP for Space #2 (currently occupied by the Taqueria EI Tacontento) and evaluate bidders based on criteria
similar to those which were published in the RFP process for space #3.

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Senate request that the SOB use a scorecard reflective of the
criteria set out in the RFP in order to evaluate a winner for the bid for spaces #2 and #3.
